WHICH PERSONAL DATA DO WE COLLECT?
We collect and process the personal information that we receive from you, such as your name, address, telephone 
number, e-mail address and other data.

WHAT DO WE DO WITH YOUR PERSONAL DATA?

	> To carry out our marketing activities, for example by sending you a questionnaire;
	> To send you our newsletter.

WITH WHOM DO WE SHARE YOUR PERSONAL DATA?
We never share personal data such as your name, address, telephone number, e-mail address or other identification 
details in any form with any outside party, without your prior permission, unless we are legally required to share 
the information.

HOW LONG DO WE KEEP YOUR PERSONAL DATA?
We process and store your personal information only as long as is necessary for the purpose for which we collect 
it, unless we are legally required to store data for a longer period.

YOUR RIGHT TO VIEW, AMEND AND/OR DISCARD YOUR DATA
You may view, amend or ask Sportimonium to discard your personal information at any time. To do so, please 
contact us in writing or by e-mail at:
